Both my children, Aidan age 2½ and Emma age 15 months, have completed all three levels of signing with Vicki and her team, and are now both attending one of the new toddler classes. 

Signing has been particularly important to Aidan.  At 8 months old he started suffering with constant ear infections and was referred to a specialist.  He underwent regular ear examinations and hearing tests and it was finally decided he needed an operation just after his 2nd birthday.  The specialist was always very concerned about his speech development and advised us he would probably have to be referred to a speech therapist.  

Since his operation he has made an amazing recovery and has had no more ear infections. However, what has amazed his doctors more than anything is his speech.  He has a very advanced vocabulary and speaks better than most of his peers, which given what he has been through has amazed us all. 

I believe it is all thanks to Babies Can Sign.  Aidan did his first sign at about 6 months old and took to signing like a duck to water.  Then as his speech developed he would sign and say the word until he eventually started to drop the signs. However, when I started signing with Emma, Aidan came with us and started to sign once again. He doesn’t use signs much when he’s talking but loves to sign the songs we sing at the classes and has started to sign to Emma like I do.  

Emma is now signing too and she and Aidan seem to have an extra special bond through their signing. It really has made them closer and helped them communicate with each other.

	My son James was about 9 months old when we began Vicki’s baby sign class. I went along, not really knowing what to expect, and very unsure about my own ability to sign, never mind his! 

I had no need to worry, Vicki was brilliant, James absolutely loved the classes, at first I didn’t think he was taking much in (i.e. signs) but, he really enjoyed all the interaction with the other babies & Vicki, so I wasn’t too worried. We used to sing songs, read books, get things out of the bag, and after a while all these activities became quite familiar to him, to the extent I could see him getting excited when Vicki got “the bag” out. James was (is) a very busy little boy, and in some of the classes he would wander off to explore, Vicki was fine with this & helped me & other mum’s feel at ease when our children weren’t sitting nicely & doing what they should be. There were a few occasions where the class actually followed the children, i.e. Vicki would stop the planned lesson and go sit with them and start doing the signs for whatever it was they were playing/interested with.

I will never forget the first time James signed to me, I can only say I was truly amazed. It was about 2 months after he’d started the classes, I still wasn’t convinced much was going in at this stage, but, had signed up for the next set of classes as he loved it so much. He’d woken in the night (which was not like James) and I was sat with him on my knee in his barely lit bedroom. He was in quite a state and I couldn’t work out what was bothering him – then I caught sight of his hand – he was vigorously signing for milk! I shouted for my husband to come in & see (as he’d been quite cynical about this baby signing stuff) and he couldn’t believe it. We got him some milk and he settled immediately then went back off to sleep. James had communicated with us we were both amazed!  From then on it was almost as though he had sussed it and signs started coming out thick & fast.
Of all the classes I attended with James in those early months I think signing was by far the best. James is 3 now & we still use some of the signs today.
